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Kniha obsahuje monografické zpracovani déjin klastera feholnich kanovniki svatého
Augustina v Lanskrouné, poskytuje kritickou edici vSech listin tykajicich se klastera od jeho
zalozeni do odchodu konventu na usvitu husitské revoluce (diplomatar). Pfipojen je rozsahly
osobni, mistni a vécny rejstiik k edici. Ctenat v knize nalezne rozsahlou obrazovou piilohu
dokumentujici peceté kanonie a listinny material. Pasobeni feholnich kanovnikl svatého
Augustina v LanSkrouné je vymezeno zaloZenim klastera roku 1371 a odchodem konventu z
Lanskrouna na pocatku husitské revoluce. Fundatorem klastera feholnich kanovnika sv.
Augustina zasvéceného P. Marii, sv. Mikulasi a sv. Katefiné byl litomyslsky biskup Petr
Jelito (1368-1371). Fundace byla umisténa pied mésto Lanskroun, ktery patfil litomySlskym
biskuptim. S dal§imi konventy ¥adu (v Cechach, na Moravé, v Malopolsku) byl provazan
konfraternitnimi dohodami. Vyraznou kapitolou v dé&jinach klastera byl spor o kostel v
Nezamyslicich (na Morave), ktery byl klasteru roku 1385 inkorporovan a na pocatku 15.
stoleti uzurpovan knézem Mikem Filipovym z Cehovic. Spor byl po nékolik let fesen
papezskymi auditory. Hlavnim pramenem k dé&jinam klastera je listinny material z archivu

klastera Vsech svatych v Olomouci, dnes ulozeny v Moravském zemském archivu v Brng.
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Activity of the regular canons of St. Augustine in Lanskroun dates back to the time
between the foundation of the monastery in 1371 and the convent leaving Lanskroun at the
beginning of the Hussite revolution. The monastery of regular canons of St. Augustine
consecrated to the Virgin Mary, St. Nicholas and St. Catherine was founded by Petr Jelito, the
Bishop of Litomysl (1368-1371). The foundation was placed just outside the town of



Lanskroun, which belonged to the bishops of Litomysl. The monastery was interconnected
with the other convents of the order (in Bohemia, in Moravia, and in Little Poland) by means
of confraternity agreements. A significant chapter in the history of the monastery was a
dispute concerning the church in Nezamyslice (in Moravia), which was incorporated into the
monastery in 1385 and, at the beginning of the 15th century, usurped by the priest
Michek/Mik of Cehovice. Settlement of the dispute by papal auditors took several years. In
the post-Hussite era, the convent in Lanskroun settled at the All Saints Church in Olomouc.
The main sources for the history of the monastery in Lanskroun are documentary material
from the archive of the All Saints Monastery in Olomouc, today deposited in the Moravian
Archive in Brno in fund E 3 Augustinian Canons Olomouc. The book provides a critical
edition of all documents regarding the monastery from its foundation till the convent’s leaving

at the dawn of the Hussite revolution.
